Timber Description
The quality, size, product suitability are estimates based on detailed cruise information on file and available for inspection at Don Riggle’s home in Dexter, Missouri.  Information herein is made available with the understanding that values shown are not estimates of a purchaser’s own recovery and are not a part of the Timber Sale Contract.  For these reasons, bidders are urged to examine the timber sale and make their own recovery estimates.  
Timber quality is good.  Products include: white oak staves, grade lumber logs, tie log, flooring and pallet logs.  Timber was cruised for saw timber.     Most of the timber is young, not old growth.   There could be unseen or un-detected defect in the timber.  However because the timber is young there should not be a great deal of defect.  You must take a good look at this timber and make your own estimates of recovery.  Payment Units 1, 2 and 3 are in hills and areas are rocky and may be conducive to winter logging.  Payment Unit 4 is along the Castor River.  However I do not think it is prone to flooding.   The majority of the timber in this sale is white oak, cherrybark oak, black oak, northern red oak, scarlet oak, pin oak, hickory and sweetgum.  There is at least a load of yellow poplar.
There will be additional mark of damaged trees, trees missed in initial mark, or trees that are in the way of trees to be felled.  This timber will have to be marked, measured and paid for before cutting.
Cut Tree Mark (CTM)
The only product that was scaled (cruised) and tallied was sawtimber.  Trees were marked with blue or orange paint depending on the Payment Unit.  All trees have butt marks.   This is an individual tree selection marked timber sale.  Volume estimates and quality descriptions are not guaranteed; proper merchandising is dependent upon the timber cutters.  Each bidder is expected to make a personal examination of the timber and bid according to his/her own market needs, crew efficiency, and utilization standards   Break down in species and tree sizes is as follows: 
1. The purchaser shall make payments to seller in the appropriate amount as listed below to obtain release for cutting by payment unit. Minimal damage to the residual stand is expected and required.  Felling of damaged merchantable trees will be required, unless Seller agrees otherwise.  Stumps must be left with painted butt marks intact; if any trees are found that have been marked but do not show a mark on the stump, the landowner must be immediately notified prior to cutting.  Sale area terrain is relatively flat, average slopes are 0 to 10 percent.   Logging is preferred to be done when conditions are dry or the ground is frozen.  Logging is not to be conducted when tire ruts can be made deeper than 6 inches.   Stream Management zones; logging crews are expected to conduct operations within the guidelines set forth in the 2014 Missouri Watershed Protection Practices published by the Missouri Department of Conservation. 
There are trees that have been grown into or are attached to old fences or old tree hunting stands in this sale that have been marked. Down Payment    
Payment for timber and related charges will be required in advance of cutting.  The high bidder whose bid is accepted shall make a down payment of $5,000.00.  Purchaser shall have three calendar days after the contract is executed for Seller to receive the down payment at the Seller’s office.  A cashier’s check made out to The Judy Bowling will be sent or given to Judy Bowling.   Failure to make the down payment within three calendar days of contract execution shall constitute repudiation of this contract. The down payment will be applied toward the payment of Payment Units.   In lieu of making the down payment the purchaser may pay for a payment unit.
Security Deposit 
A Security Deposit of $3,000.00 will be required.  A cashier’s check made out to Judy Bowling will be sent or given to Phil LeBeau, prior to moving equipment onto the property or cutting any trees, to be kept until the completion of the Timber Sale.  The security deposit will be returned after harvesting has been completed and final inspection by the landowner or his representative Don Riggle has determined that all necessary site treatments (erosion control, landing clean up, etc.) have been made.  If contract requirements are not met this $3,000.00 can be held by landowner to correct the breach of contract (erosion control, rutted roads, debris in ditches, slash on private property, damaged fences, skinned up trees etc).
Scaling Method
It was my objective to estimate the merchantable volumes as close as possible to be fair to both the buyer and the seller.  Deductions for defect were calculated by taking measurements on a tree by tree basis.  Defect was deducted by indicators of rot, swelling, branches, branch whorls, and pounding on the trees to see if they were hollow.   This timber had a 100% cruise completed on the trees that were marked.  Every tree was numbered for prospective bidders to check the scaling.
I marked trees 14 inches in DBH and larger for the most part and a merchantable height to at least 9 inches top diameter outside bark (there may have been a few 12 or 13 inch trees marked if they had something wrong with them).    Some trees were also marked because of their poor form to remove them from the stand because they were never going to improve.    All volumes have been reported in International ¼ inch Scale.  Bidders may convert to Doyle scale using their own factors; however, simple multiplication by a constant factor is likely to result in inaccurate results.  However you can go tree by tree and use Doyle tree scale tables.  Trees were scaled by DBH; logs estimated and if indicators were present percent defect was deducted from the tree.

Erosion Control
